Differentiations of and Reflections on Universal Values

It is a very old issue as whether there are universal values. In recent years there has been heated de—
bates on this issue but some aspects still need to be recognized and clarified. The paper holds that Marxism
does not deny the existence of universal values absolutely but it repudiates the kinds of understanding that
take universal values as eternal truth such as idealism rationalism and the understanding of Kant and
Diihring. For Marxism that such kinds of universal values similar to eternal truth are extremely rare in the
realm of value if it exists at all and believes that value must be produced and is therefore historical. So we
oppose that certain class takes its own value orientation as universal. This paper argues that universal values
declared by the bourgeois class such as freedom equality democracy and human rights are not universal
but historical. On the one hand Marx’s view of history does not deny the existence of the abstract universal
and general since they are inseparable from the concrete specific and particular. However the Marxist
view of history rejects the abstract outside the concrete the general outside the specific and the universal
outside the particular. On the other hand compared with the abstract universal and general Marx’s view of
history pays more attention to the existence of things and the concreteness specificity and particularity of
value for it is the latter not the former that distinguishes one thing from another and one value from another.
